By- Laws of 
XYZ Conclave 
1. 
The Conclave shall meet at the Masonic Hall, Ashday Lea, Haslingden Road, Rawtenstall, 


Lancashire and shall hold regular meetings on the fourth Friday in April and the fourth 


Thursday in August at such hour as the Supreme Ruler shall direct.

2.
The Supreme Ruler and the Treasurer shall be elected by ballot at the regular meeting in 


August.  The Supreme Ruler Elect shall be installed at the regular meeting in April and 


shall then appoint his Officers. The Sentinel and two Auditors shall be elected by show of 


hands at the regular meeting in August. 

3.  
The Treasurer shall receive all subscriptions and keep an account of all monies received 


and paid by him. All monies shall be paid into a bank and be approved by the Conclave, in 


the name of the Conclave. All cheques shall be signed by the Treasurer and countersigned 


by one other named person.
4.
The Annual Subscription payable in advance on the 1st April and the fee paid to the Conclave by The Candidates for Admission shall be determined by Resolution in open Conclave from time to time after due notice on the summons for any meeting.  
Should a member be ten months in arrears, he shall be liable to be excluded from the Conclave in accordance with Rule 85 of the Book of Constitutions

5.
Every candidate for Induction onto this Conclave shall be duly proposed and seconded in 


open Conclave, his name shall be transmitted in writing to the Secretary at least 14 days 


before the next meeting, and if his name and qualifications has been duly inserted in the 

summons, not less than 7 days before the day of election, he shall be balloted for, and if elected may be induced at that meeting. Joining members must be proposed in open Conclave at one regular meeting and balloted for at the next meeting. Two black balls exclude a candidate.   
6.
The Audit Committee shall consist of the Supreme Ruler, Immediate Past Supreme Ruler 


and two members of the Conclave who shall be elected annually by the Conclave at the 


regular meeting in April. The accounts should be made up to 31st March in each year and 


shall be presented to the Conclave, duly audited, at the regular meeting in April..

7.
The Conclave Committee shall consist of the Supreme Ruler, Counsellor, Guide, Past 


Supreme Rulers, Treasurer and  Secretary. The Committee shall consider and report to the 


Conclave on all matters specially referred to it by the Conclave. 

8
Payment of any sum exceeding £25 if for other than ordinary purposes, may be made only 


by resolution of the Conclave, of which notice has been given in the summons, except in 


the case of an emergency, when such payment may be authorised by the Supreme Ruler 


and reported to the Conclave at the next meeting.

9.
Any member desirous of terminating his membership of the Conclave shall tender his 

resignation in writing to the Secretary, or orally in open Conclave. Should he at any future time wish to rejoin, he shall be subject to the rules relating to joining members.

10.
Any  notice of motion to add to, alter or amend any of these By-Laws  must be given at a regular  meeting of the Conclave, and voted on at the following meeting, Approval must be obtained from the MW Grand Supreme Ruler   

11.
Any matter not specifically mentioned in these By-Laws shall be deemed to be covered by the Constitutions and Regulations of the Order where applicable, and where these do not cover any particular matter, reference must be made to the Constitutions from time to time in force in the Fraternity of Ancient, Free and Accepted Masons under the United Grand Lodge of England. 
12.
The provisions of Rules relating the duties of the Visiting Deacons and stipulated and explained in the Constitutions and Regulations of the Order shall regulate the duties of the Visiting Deacons. Any Brother who desires their attention shall communicate with the Secretary, who shall then communicate with the Visiting Deacon whose duty it may be to give the attendance required.

13.
A copy of the By-Laws shall be presented to the Supreme Ruler on his Installation, to every Candidate on his induction and to every joining member. 
14.
In all respects, the members of this Conclave shall abide by and strictly conform to, the Constitutions and Regulations of the Grand Conclave of England, as embodied in the Book of Constitutions and Regulations. Should there be any objection to the introduction of a Candidate for Initiation, or a Brother for Joining, it is recommended that such objection be mentioned privately to the Supreme Ruler or Secretary, who may communicate with the Proposer, and give him the opportunity of withdrawing his Candidate.
